Item Resolution Requesting Ramsey County To Change the Speed Limit On Fairview 
Avenue 

Description 
 

As part of the NESCC project, the shoulders on Fairview Avenue between 
Roselawn Avenue to Larpenteur Avenue are being converted into bike lanes.   
During project development, the property owners on Fairview in this segment 
shared a concern regarding speeding traffic and the varying speed limits along 
Fairview Avenue in this segment.   Currently the speed limit on this segment is 40 
MPH, the segment to the north in Roseville is designated at 35 MPH. 

Minnesota State Statute 160.263 Subd 4. Allows the governing body of any political 
subdivision, by resolution and without an engineering or traffic investigation, to 
designate a safe speed for any street or highway under its authority upon which it 
has established a bicycle lane. 

Staff would like to request that Ramsey County change the speed limit to 35 MPH.   

We have discussed this change with the St. Anthony Police Department and they 
feel that it will assist them with compliance on this stretch of road.

Item TIF District Budget Amendments 
 

Description 
 

Budget amendments to the TIF District # 1-2 (412) Capital Project Fund and the TIF 
District # 2-1 (413) Capital Project Fund are needed before the end of the year.  
Funds from both of these two TIF capital funds are used to pay debt expenses in the 
1996 TIF Larpenteur Bond fund (316).  Since TIF District # 2-1 (413) is expiring 
December 31, 2011, staff is recommending to increase the 2011 budgeted transfer 
amount to include all funds within fund 413 to zero out the ending balance as of 
December 31, 2011 and then close the fund.  This final transfer amount is not 
determined at this time since the final increment payments are not received until 
December.   
 
Staff is also recommending for the TIF District # 1-2 Capital Project Fund (412) that 
the budgeted transfer amount for the 1996 TIF Larpenteur Bond Fund (316) be 
lowered to the amount necessary to zero out this debt service fund and then close 
the fund.  The 1996 TIF Larpenteur Bond was paid off in 2011.   
 

Budget Impact Amend the 2011 budget transfer amounts for the TIF District # 1-2 and TIF District 
# 2-1 capital funds.  Close TIF District # 2-1 (413) capital fund and close the 1996 TIF 
Larpenteur Bond Fund (316).

Item City Hall Solar Panel Agreements 

Description 
 

Over the past year the City of Falcon Heights has been evaluating different 
proposals for placing solar panels on the roof at city hall.  Due to changing 
requirements and funding decisions made by the state legislature and the Public 
Utilities Commission, the original company interested in this project backed out.  A 
new company, Energy Alternatives, has stepped in and earlier this year the city 
approved a letter of intent to work with them and further develop their proposal. 
 
Energy Alternatives’ proposal includes: 
 
Total Project Cost:        $321,600.00 
Monthly Lease Payment (City pays to Energy Alternatives):  $530.00 
 
Total Lease payments by city over 72 month period:   $38,160.00 
Proposed city buyout after year six:     $12,720.00 
Total out-of-pocket cost to city:      $50,880.00 
 
The city would see a reduction in our electric bill due to the solar panel energy 
generation, but at this time staff is still awaiting word from Xcel Energy about how 
that credit would be structured.  However, Energy Alternatives has produced an 
Energy Performance Guarantee which states that a minimum of $4,110 worth of 
electricity will be produced by the panels.  If the panels produce less than this 
amount, Energy Alternatives will pay the difference.  With this in mind, it is 
anticipated that payback on the city’s investment will be, using the most 
conservative estimates, in the eleven to twelve year range. 
 
If the agreements are approved, it is possible for the panels to be installed yet this 
year, with the panels being activated at the beginning of 2012.  The agreements 
between Energy Alternatives and the City of Falcon Heights were still being 
finalized when the agenda was prepared, but staff anticipates the final documents 
being ready before the October 26th city council meeting.  As soon as they are 
received staff will make the available to the city council and public. 
 



Budget Impact Over a seven year period the out of pocket costs to the city will total $50,880.  The 
lease payments would be taken out of the operating budget, while the system 
purchase payment in year seven will be a capital expense.
